Pick up ALL your dog POOP! If you make a habit of keegioigr dog on lead until they have toileted, your dog
will often be quicker in relieving himself, as he itegsed to play when he is done. Just because he has poopéd on
does not mean he is finished and a careful eye must be keptiodag at all times.

Constantly keep a watchful eye on your dog. Rememibde you are on the park you are responsible for your dog.

watch carefully as your dog socializes with other dags @eople. Be prepared to intervene if the play getd too
rough or the dogs get very exuberant which could result imaaspecting person or child being knocked ovgr or
injured. Many legs have been broken and knees damaged dogstrunning into people on the park.

watch other dogs’ body languagi.is NOT OKAY for your dog to chase another dog when in fact that dpg is
not playing but it is indeed running away because it is teigéd.

Itis NOT OKAY for your dog to rush up and greet people by jumping on trdparking.

It is NOT OKAY for your dog to rush up to someone who is walking their dolgaxh This person may haye
this dog on lead because it has an injury, be aggressiwaid of other dogs. This person is being respongible
and so should you.

Just because you are on a dog paskNOT OKAY for your dog to PEE wherever it pleases. People briags;i
prams, rugs, Eskys, and other things to the park and you shau&control to not allow your dog to PEE jon
people’s property. Some dogs even pee on people, so watcdaogilirThe children’s playground is not the plgce
for your dog to relieve itself.

Don't allow your dog to steal other dog’s toys. Other osvoeme down to play with their dogs — spend some fime
building your relationship with your dog by playing with him and yoysto

Even though you like to catch up with other owners, dtaridsand talk to them and neglect your dog. Use thisjtime
to run, jog, train, teach tricks, play games and enjoy yogr This is special quality time and you'll both benefit.

Some dog fights break out because owners are standing claaitinge dogs become territorial over toys or their
owners. This can build over time, so breaking the locatigroof group and continually moving can prevent this
from happening.

Unless invited, don't allow your dog to become the “aexglder” for the family that is playing cricket. lac
disrupt the game and certainly draw some angry complaititeyi have to stop for ten minutes every time they Have
to retrieve the ball from your dog.

Don't allow your dog out of “control distance.” Haviygur dog off lead does not mean that your dog is not under
your control. You should be able to call your dog at any gmement. Take your treats and practice many, njany
recalls and reward the dog for coming.

Keep your young dog or puppy on lead or on a long line ymiil dog knows the dogs with which he will mjx.
Many older dogs do not like young dogs and puppies and you don’'t warfirdieneetings to be negative ones.

Go to different parks, beaches or the river to keep gog stimulated and well socialised. Make sure youervias
the signs where you can and can't have the dog on or oidkh.| Taking your dog for a leisurely stroll on leashjca
be a very pleasant, relaxing and enjoyable experience.esthei®n leash areas to enjoy your time together.
